INTEREST APPROACH. 
· Have students brainstorm where they would like to be in 15, 20, 25, 30 years and write answers down on paper.

Objective 1: Review and update the individual SAE plan to match career goals.

Anticipated Problem: Does SAE match my career plans
· Start lesson with Powerpoint on choosing career paths and making choices as well as completing assignment 1 and assignment 2 by the next day.

· What are my interests, what are my career goals?
· Have Students review and update previous SAE plan to match career goals
Objective 2: Review and amend student career path plan for education and training to match student career goals.

Anticipated Problem: How can I align my education and training to meet my career goals? 
· Have students go to LAE portal and fill out educational plan to discuss with the counselor at the student’s meeting to update their educational plan. 
· Have students research job requirements and career interests on LAE portal and FFA career search
· Have students complete assignments 3 and 4

·  What do the jobs require, what classes are offered?
CRITICAL THINKING SKILLS

· Evaluate your career interests as discovered by the interest inventory and locate a job for future employment.
· Have student explain how the job selected matches their career interests and goals.
REVIEW/SUMMARY. Use the student learning objectives as the basis for review and sum​mary. 

· Have students braining ways they will be better prepared for their chosen career as a result of their SAE.
