INTEREST APPROACH. 
· Pass out the Double Bubble Map handout entitled “How my goals have changed”.
· Have students identify similarities and differences in their career/FFA goals from last year to this year.
· Have them share them with the class. 
SUMMARY OF CONTENT AND TEACHING STRATEGIES

Objective 1: Review and update student FFA participation plan.
Anticipated Problem: Students are unclear of their future career path and unaware of FFA opportunities to assist in making a career choice.
Content
· In order for us to accomplish our dreams, we need a clear understanding of our ultimate goals. Goals are the object or end that one strives to attain.  We need to know where we are going so we can understand where we are now.  This can help make sure that we make steps and plans to achieve our goals and dreams.  

· Just as it’s important to create a picture of our future, we need to take all that we know about FFA now and update our FFA/Career plan to include what we’re going to be involved in, do and achieve in our FFA and agriculture education careers.  (At this point:  Remind students about the FFA plan that they created last year in Ag I.  Distribute these plans or have students produce last years plan to be updated.  Have students share changes that they immediately see that should be made to the plan.)  
· Have students complete/ update the FFA plan of action handout, reminding them that they may amend their plan over the next 3 days as we identify new FFA opportunities and interest that will help them achieve their career goats.  
Objective 2: Select FFA and FFA related activities to incorporate into student SAE plan to match student career goals
Anticipated Problem: Students are unaware of the diverse opportunities available through the FFA and lack knowledge of the links between career development events, SAE’s, proficiencies and career advancement.  
Content:
· Review the Career Development Events and Proficiency Areas with the students, using the FFA Student Handbook.  Pass out the handout entitled “SAE Scenarios”.  Have the students work in groups to identify proficiency areas, career choices and cde’s for each scenario.  Have them share their answers with the class.  
· Then share the power point entitled “My career plan”.  This power point is an example of a power point that the students will create that explains their own plan for their career and includes possible SAE and CDE’s that they can participate in to help them to be successful in their future career.  After reviewing the power point with the students, have them create their own power point.  Have them share them with the class. 
REVIEW/SUMMARY. Use the student learning objectives as the basis for review and sum​mary. 
· Using the information gained from the scenario activity and the power point activity, have the students update their individual plan with new, updated goals and activities.  
APPLICATION. 
· Have students include all activities in their portfolio.  
EVALUATION. 
Have students complete the tree map entitled “Career Tree Map”.  Assess the tree map for completion and correction.

Luke lives in extreme south Louisiana.  He loves to work on computers and talk on the cell phone.  The problem is that cell service is terrible in his town.  He communicates mostly on the computer and has developed excellent computer skills.  After school and on weekends he works at Lumcom and helps with the marine biology research projects on fish and shrimp.  He also volunteers with groups that help to preserve Louisiana’s coastline.

Susie’s dad grows soybeans and she has to help him.  She is involved with the Louisiana Junior Soybean Association.  They are trying to work on improving the marketing of soy products.  She recently worked in the summer for an alternative fuel company that is trying to improve the methods of turning soybeans into biodiesel.  She also had a chance to hear a talk about making candles from soybeans and she is starting her own business making natural, smokeless candles from soybean oil.
