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Discussion regarding the search for Chancellors at LSU-BR and LSUHSC-Shreveport
indicated that the process for the Baton Rouge Campus was proceeding well and Kevin stated
that there was substantial faculty representation in the committee. There was not much
information regarding the plans to replace Chancellor McDonald but Dr. Lombardi was to update
the Board and Faculty today. Kevin Watson asked if there had been any follow up on the tuition
walver request ? Kevin Cope reported that a committee from the Baton Rouge Faculty Senate
was drafting a proposal and Bernard said that the Alexandria Faculty Senate was in the process
of endorsing the UNO proposal. Gary said they had the subject on their agenda for their meeting
next week. Bernard requested that Kevin contact the other Faculty Senates by sending them a
draft of what the Baton rouge Committee developed and encourage them to support the effort to
secure some type of tuition exemption. Gary Joiner moved, seconded by Jim Robinson to
adjourn. Motion Carried.
