a. Advice:  

i. Take the LSAT more than once

1. Start studying early

1. Start a month early

2. Come up with a routine and stick to it
3. Continue to look at LSAT materials up until it is time to take it

ii. Studying for the LSAT:

1. Take a lot of practice tests

2. Only section that you can ace is the games section

iii. Application process for Law school:

a. If you are in the 160s, don’t try to apply to schools like Harvard

b. Pick a few schools that are out of your league

iv. Law school

1. First year

1. Spend your free time studying/catching up on the day’s assignments

i. Time management is key

2. You start learning about the different areas of law such as corporate, environmental, etc.
