Preparing for Student Employee Coverage during Finals:

• Availability to work during finals week and their adjusted schedule 
o Ask them to send availability for that week and the week before 
o Concentrated Study Period: November 30 – December 4 
o Finals: December 5 – 10 

• Availability to work after finals week and during winter break 
o Will they be staying in Baton Rouge or going home 
o Remind them of days when the University and your office will be closed 

• Are they enrolled in any wintersession courses (December 15 – January 7) 
• Ask for their spring schedules when available. All students should have access to schedule
